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While officially designated as "Washington's Birthday" to
honor the 1st president (Feb 22) on the third Monday of
February, the holiday colloquially celebrates all U.S. Presidents,
particularly including Abraham Lincoln (16th) due to his
February 12th birthday. Originally established in 1885 to honor



George Washington, the holiday was shifted from February 22
to a Monday in 1971 by the Uniform Monday Holiday Act to
create convenient three-day weekends. The shift, which places
the holiday between Washington's and Lincoln's birthdays, led
to the popular, though unofficial, name "Presidents' Day" by the
1980s, driven in part by retailer marketing. Today, it serves as a
general celebration of the office of the presidency, though some
states still hold individual celebrations for specific presidents.
